Rules & Regulations
Safety 1°

Safety is our primary concern. Please watch out for each other to make this parade a
safe and fun event.

Unit Criteria

All units should be decorated to reflect the parade theme. “Frosty’s Big Adventure”
Candy or Handouts

For safety reasons, NOTHING IS TO BE THROWN. However, candy or handouts may
be passed out along the parade route. Violations of this rule will result in the removal of

the unit from the parade and the violating group will not be allowed in the next year’s
parade.

Unit Number Placements

The first vehicle or person for your group or organization to arrive should check in with
the parade Marshalls who will be stationed in Kramer Lumber parking lot. They will give
you’re your unit number. Each unit MUST display the UNIT NUMBER in order to be
seen easily by the announcer and the judges. The placement should be on the front left
side of unit.

Staging

Please be prompt. The line-up will begin at First Presbyterian Church on Clinton Street.
The parade Marshalls will greet you and help you get situated. They will mark you
present and accounted for and provide you with your UNIT NUMBER.

The Parade will step off promptly at 1 p.m.

Disbanding
The parade is officially over at Kramer Lumber on Washington Street.
Santa

No unit other than the float designated by the Parade Committee as the “Official Santa
Float,” may have any individual dressed as Santa, Mrs. Claus or Santa-like figures.



Float Riders

Float riders under the age of 12, must be accompanied by an adult. Also each unit is
responsible for the safety of all its riders. Provisions must be made to ensure their
safety.

Drivers

All drivers must remain with their vehicles or units.

All Units

Each unit will be asked to stop in front of our judges for at least 10 seconds and no
longer than 30 seconds unless directed by Parade Officials or a Police Officer. Please
try to maintain approximately thirty feet (30’) between your entry and the one ahead of
you. Please don’t allow large gaps to form in the lineup.

Awards

Awards can be pick-up at the Frankfort Main Street office on Monday, December 7.
Winners will be announced on WILO/SHINE 99 immediately following the parade and in
the Frankfort Times on Monday, December 7, 2009.

Late Entries

Late entries will be accepted the day of parade and will be added to the end of the

parade.
